Mt. Ararat High School Specifics-
1. Enter through door marked #6 closest to Parking Lot Area.
2. Only sit on Bleachers that are open, and do not sit above signs.
3. Use bathrooms in Hallways adjacent to gym in custodial hall, do not use the locker
rooms.
4. Building Use is specific to gym please do not attempt to go to other areas of the
school.

Mt. Ararat Middle School Specifics —
1. Entrance to MAMS is only available at Double Doors across from the SAD 75 Admin
Offices. (Far Left door will be unlocked)
2. Bleachers will only be pulled out for Game events, parents and spectators should
not enter gym for practices.
3. Bathrooms are available at the Locker Rooms in the hallway at center court.
4. There is no access to other areas of the School.

Woodside School -
1. Entrance on Practice & Game days will only happen through the Custodial end of
The gym.
2. Spectators should sit on benches/chairs provided on Locker room side of Gym.
3. Bathrooms in the Locker Rooms are available.
4. There is no access to other sections of the Elementary School.

These rules are in accordance with our Department’s ability to use SAD 75 Facilities,
individuals unable to follow them, will be asked to leave.
